ACCEPTANCE OF THE FOLLOWING REPORT
A. Directors Report
Director Grannan informed the Board that the Architect, Steve and herself all met with SealTight Roofing in regards to the gutters on the south side, all are in agreement that this appears to be the best option.  SealTight will also add extensions onto the existing scuppers.  OFBA let the Director know that they will be charging a gate fee for spectators for the GOAT tournament over Memorial Day weekend.  HVAC units have been installed along with iWave air purifiers on each of those new units.  We will obtain a price to install iWave air purifiers on remaining units.  Steve has met with two playground manufacturers for the replacement of Jesk and Tower playground units.  Central Park project; US Tennis should be out in the next few days, top soil will begin to be brought in to level areas and then seeded.  The Director discussed two additional change orders and pricing; #016 for the retaining wall along back sidewalk and #017 for sod around Jesk basketball court and install a path from parking lot to the court.  She informed we will not move forward with sod, just soil and seed, sod is to costly and won’t survive without daily watering.  
B.  Treasurer Report 

Treasurer McDonnell informed that we are up to date on the monthly financial reports for January, February and March with the new system in place and reports generating.  Treasurer McDonnell stated total cash and investments as of January 31, 2022 were $2,947,966.74; for February 28, 2022 were $3,197,571.50 and for March 31, 2022 are $5,390,014.87.  March reflects the 2022 Bond Issuance.  
OLD BUSINESS  
Commissioner Pruitt stated on the Flag Football minutes of April 11, 2022 under Open Forum that it notes Steve Volger was present and inquiring on the rules, helmets and certification.  The Commissioners expressed that they do not want to see this take a turn in the wrong direction and have a repeat of wrong behavior.  The Director informed that we will keep in contact with the Flag Board and his presence at meetings.
